So they melted it down and sold it.” [Agreed upon].

- Envy

for the Salam and (saying) ‘Amin’.” [Sunan Ibn Majah]

- Evil Conduct

It was narrated by al-Bukhari and Muslim that, “The Jews came to the Prophet (saw) and
said to him, e L “As-Saamu ‘Alaika (i.e. "death be upon you’).” He replied, «a&de 5» “The
same on you.” Aishah said to them, &l cuxné 5 4l Zial; &k 220 “Death be upon you, and
may Allah curse you and shower His wrath upon you!” The Messenger of Allah (saw) said,

highlights the characteristics of the Jews, such as evil conduct, harboring ill intentions,
cunning, deceit, and manipulating words to mislead, or reverse the intended meaning.

A’isha (ra) said, the Prophet (saw) wore two coarse, striped garments, and when he sat
and sweated, he felt them heavy. A certain Jew received a consignment of cloth from Syria.
So | suggested he should go to him and buy two garments from him, to be paid when
circumstances were easier. He did so, and when the man replied, “| know what you want. All

So they went to
him and said. “O Muhammad, you know that we are the scholars of the Jews, their
dignitaries, and their leaders. If we follow you, the Jews will follow us. They will not go
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against us. We have a dispute with our people. So let us bring our case to you to judge
between us. If you rule in our favor, we will believe in you and support you.” However, the

The Prophet (saw) repeated his question. They gave the same answer. Then Abdullah came
out to them and said, 4l Jsu5 18as Gz A 9) 2l ¥ & sl 4| testify that None has the right to be
worshlpped except Allah and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah!”
